Own Your Painting! 

 

Have you ever had a painting stolen? No? Neither have I. And I guard against theft as much as I can. But how 

about my compositions? The composition of one of my paintings is what is in my head before I make the first pen-

cil mark on my paper. Of course the composition is subject to change as I go about the drawing. But the idea, or 

‘spark’ if you will, usually stays with me until the painting is completed.  

 

The spark of the idea that originates in my brain is sometimes more important to me than the finished piece. I 

would like to be able to guard my ideas as strongly as I guard a painting in a frame and under glass. It is that 

artist’s spark that makes my paintings recognizable as one of my own.  

 

Even without my signature, people who are familiar with my work can tell that it is mine. This is something we 

should all strive for when we paint. We want our paintings to be original - originally ours -  and not derivative of 

others. This is why it is important to draw your own composition. If you use photos for reference, be sure that you 

took the photo. This way, you will always own your work. The people who see your paintings will appreciate that 

spark that was your very own. And that cannot be stolen from you!
